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Conservation & Renewable Discount Trends


BPA’s customer utilities are required to submit annual reports to claim credits for measures installed.  Eighty-three of BPA’s 130 customers provide individual reports.  The Pacific Northwest Generating Cooperative (PNGC) submits one report for its 15 member utilities and the Idaho Energy Authority Pooling Group (IDEAs Group) submits one report for eight customers.  Twenty-nine of BPA’s customers whose purchases are under 7.5 aMWs are not required to submit a report.


The trends shown below detail the accomplishments of the C&RD from the reports submitted for Fiscal Year’s 2001 – 2003.
  Table 1 provides a summary of the savings and claims made under the C&RD.    

· 60 percent of the total credit available ($105 million of the $175 million) has been claimed.

· 11 customers have claimed their entire credit available.  Another 21 customers have claimed at least 60 percent of their allowable credit.

· Conservation measures account for 69 percent of the credits claimed resulting in approximately 37 aMWs of conservation savings.

· The top residential measures include:

· Residential Lighting ($19 million)

· Existing Residential, Envelop ($10 million)

· Residential HVAC ($8 million)

· Residential Appliances ($4.5 million)

· New Residential Envelop ($1.5 million)

· BPA guaranteed that $6 million per year would be spent on renewables resources and related activities.  To date, $13.9 million has been spent on renewable resource initiatives.

Of the credits claimed for conservation, the residential sector has, by far, received the largest share.  Roughly $47.3 million has been claimed for measures in the residential sector producing more than 20.4 aMWs.  

     Combined, the commercial and industrial sectors received slightly more than $15 million in credits with 8.4 aMWs in energy savings reported.

     Donations have increased steadily from $1.01 million in FY 2001 to more than $6.4 million in FY 2003.  The largest total donations were made to the Northwest Energy Efficiency Alliance (NEEA) and the US DOE Low Income Weatherization Subgrantees.
