III HISTORICALLY USED METRICS AND TARGETS TO DENOTE RESOURCE ADEQUACY IN PNW

A LOLP = One of Traditional Metrics for Measuring Adequacy

1 Explanation of Metric

2 LOLP in 2001 much > 5% (historical target denoting adequacy)

B Energy Load Resource Balance under Critical Hydro = other Traditional Metric & Target, but Region did not construct Resources to keep Balance at 0 or positive in timeframe 1990 through 2001.
