SUBJECT: July 10th Agenda and Meeting Location

Attached is the proposed agenda for our July 10th meeting in Portland as well as the draft minutes from the June 12th meeting.  As usual we have decided to “order in” lunch so that we may be able to complete are work sooner in the day. This link will connect you to a menu from which you can chose your lunch. Three documents have been posted on the RTF’s web site that will be discussed at the meeting. These include new draft measure tables for the single family and manufactured home weatherization that now include “air infiltration control”  with air tightness based on blower door testing.  The RTF  needs to determine whether the energy savings estimates are reasonable and review the field protocol for using a blower door to verify the change in air infiltration levels  (link to ResWXSF.xls and ResWXMH)

In addition to the above revisions to the measure tables there is a proposal to add a set of “deemed savings” for building shell improvements to small commercial building (link to SmCommShellMeasure.doc).  This proposal was prepared by Dave Robison of Stellar Processes for Jim Dolan at Pacific PUD based on the discussions at the last RTF meeting of the petitions submitted by Clallam County PUD and the City of Port Angeles. 

We will also be continuing our consideration of the petition requesting a change in the RTF’s recommended minimum SEER for heat pumps in Cooling Zone 1.  On a related matter the RTF has been asked to determine whether HSPF and SEER tradeoffs are possible (e.g., will a heat pump with and HSPF of 8.5 and SEER 12.7 qualify).
