Subject: December 12th Meeting

Attached is a proposed agenda for the Regional Technical Forum’s meeting at the Seattle Lighting Design Lab on Tuesday, December 12th.  A map is attached.   The LDL has informed us that the traditional parking spaces at the back of the Lab are disappearing into a construction project, so allow a bit more time for parking than usual.

There are five items on the agenda. The first two items are updates on ongoing work supporting the RTF by Staff.  The first of these is a presentation of preliminary results of a revised market price forecast.  This new forecast incorporates revised estimates of fuel costs, updates the generating resource, and includes a revised model of demand curtailment that more closely matches recent experience in California.  Given the influence of market price in determining the value for conservation, this revised forecast will be very important in both the C&R Discount and any other conservation program discussions in the future.  The second item is an update on results from the conservation program activity update survey discussed at the October meeting.

The third and fourth items on the agenda derive from the recent round of public hearings on the RTF’s recommendations to Bonneville regarding the C&R Discount.  The comment period closes on November 27th and the RTF will need to respond in order for Bonneville to finalize the C&R Discount program.  Comments received to date can be viewed at:
