IV.  Columbia Plateau Ecological Province Report

Description


The Columbia Plateau Province is the largest of the Ecological Provinces and is defined as the Columbia River and associated watersheds between The Dalles and Wanapum dams on the Columbia River and Ice Harbor Dam on the Snake River.  The environment of the Plateau is dry and, prior to agriculture, was dominated by shrub-steppe vegetation.  The hydrography of the Plateau is relatively complex and includes a number of small tributaries that drain to the mainstem rivers.  However, the major subbasins that were included in this analysis include:

3. Lower Middle Columbia (Columbia River from The Dalles to Priest Rapids).

4. Snake Lower (Snake River from its mouth to Ice Harbor Dam
