II.  Lower Columbia Ecological Province Report

Description


The Lower Columbia River Province occupies the lowland between the Cascade Mountains and the Coast Range.  It is defined as the Columbia River and associated watersheds from Bonneville Dam to, and including, the Cowlitz River.  The Lower Columbia Province is dominated by the Willamette Valley that is drained by the Willamette River, the second largest tributary in the Columbia River as well as the metropolitan area of Portland, Oregon the basin’s largest urban center.
