Brief Description/Rationale:

The proposal presents an innovative approach to improve Pacific lamprey counts at
Bonneville Dam by evaluating the feasibility of a computerized video system, which is
intended to provide data during times when fish counters are not working. Because the
proposed project would evaluate a method to generate data, it does not provide direct
benefits to improve survival or productivity of fish and wildlife, contribute to ecosystem
processes, or protect habitats. Thus, the proposal does not appear to be consistent with all
requirements in the FY 2007-09 proposal solicitation. However, data that the project is
intended to generate would contribute to better estimates of adult Pacific lamprey
abundance, life-history attributes (e.g., run timing), and ability to pass a large dam. Such
data would assist in addressing critical uncertainties related to Pacific lamprey status,
passage, and biology identified by the Columbia River Lamprey Technical Workgroup
(Critical Uncertainties for Lamprey in the Columbia River Basin: Results from a strategic
planning retreat of the Columbia River Lamprey Technical Workgroup, April 19, 2005).
If existing fish-enumeration programs can not accommodate improved counts of Pacific
lamprey, then this proposal should be a recommended action that appropriate entities
should consider for funding.
