The Umatilla River subbasin is a 2545 square mile area encompassing most of Umatilla County and portions of Morrow County in Northeast Oregon. The Umatilla River originates in the Blue Mountains and flows generally westward, across the Columbia Plateau, approximately 100 miles, discharging into the Columbia River at the town site of Umatilla. Multiple levees along the Umatilla were installed in the early 1960s after an extreme flood incident, affecting the natural equilibrium of the stream channel, and floodplain connectivity. 
The proposed feasibility study will develop a design plan that provides conditions for sustaining a stable and resilient floodplain and channel in the removal of a dike located east of Echo Oregon, on the mainstem Umatilla River.  The original function of the levee is unclear as there are no structures or fields to protect.  It consists mainly of native streambed materials pushed up from the channel.  The design will scope alternatives and develop a plan in removing the dike in a manner that will allow the stream channel to maintain its morphologic shape and the floodplain to recover in a relatively short time period.
