Attachment B:  Subbasin Objectives

Goals/Objectives For Columbia River Basin Salmon and Steelhead Populations

(May 12, 2000)


The goals and objectives in the attached table have been assembled by the Columbia River Inter-Tribal Fish Commission.  In some subbasins, the goals and objectives identified are the same or very similar.  In many of the subbasins, the goals and objectives are inconsistent and/or incomplete.  Consistent, complete goals and objectives need to be developed and agreed to for every salmon and steelhead population in every subbasin.


It is expected that problems with the goals and objectives on the attached table will be addressed in planned activities to update subbasin plans currently being developed in the region.  Updating these goals and objectives needs to be coordinated at the basin-wide level to ensure consistency between subbasins.  This coordination might occur in the U.S. v Oregon forum for anadromous fish as well as other appropriate forums for these and other species.  In addition, it appears that in some instances the goals and objectives may not be achievable because of factors that occur outside of the subbasins such as harvest, mainstem passage, and estuary/ocean survival.  In these instances it might be useful to consider developing interim goals and objectives until factors outside the subbasins are appropriately addressed.


In developing coordinated, complete goals and objectives the tribes recommend that a standard format be identified.  This format should include objectives for production broodstock (natural and artificial production), tribal harvest, and non-tribal harvest.  This format needs additional discussion and needs to be agreed to for all populations produced in all the subbasins basin-wide.
